Mr. Schilling asked the commissioners if they had reviewed his monthly report and if anyone had any
questions or comments, Mr. Schilling reporied that a lab inspection was previously conducted by the NJDEP.
The MSA had responded to the list of deficiencies in May and he just received a leiter today stating that the
response was reviewed and everything is satisfactory.,

The Director’s Report and Maintenance and Repairs Report for the month of November was
accepted on a motion offered by Mr, McNeilly, seconded by Mr, Pucilowskd and the affirmnative vote of
members present.

Fenton Purcell, PE reported on the progress of the Asset Management Plan. He and Mr, Schilling
met and completed the inventories of Plant No. 1, Plant No. 2 and the sludge management.
