RESOLUTION OF THE TOWNSHIP COUNCIL OF THE TOWNSHIP OF
MOUNT OLIVE SUPPORTING AN APPLICATION TO THE NEW JERSEY
DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION FOR MILLING AND RELOCATION
OF TWO “NO PARKING SIGNS TO MITIGATE THE ONGOING PARKING
ISSUE ON US ROUTE 206 AT MILE MARKER 90.75 (294 Rt. 206, Flanders, NJ )

WHEREAS, The Mount Olive Township Police Department Traffic Division has
identified Rt. 206 just south of the 7-11 convenience store on the right side of the roadway as an
ongoing parking/traffic safety issue; and

WHEREAS, This location currently has a shoulder which is currently posted by the State
DOT as a “No Parking’ zone, and

WHEREAS, confusing engineering has widened the shoulder an additional 10 feet at his
location, creating an “attractive nuisance” giving the contradictory appearance that the shoulder
was widened at that location to provide commercial vehicles a location to park to access the local
convenience stores in the area, and

WHEREAS, this illegal parking is creating a safety hazard, whereby vehicles attempting
to exit the 7-11 are faced with a view obstruction, obscuring their view of approaching vehicles
and /or pedestrians, and

WHEREAS, THE Mount Olive Township Police Department has taken enforcement
action for years, but finds that the offenders are often from out of state and traveling the roadway
on a single trip, thereby making it difficult to build up any enforcement of educational history
with the offenders, and

WHEREAS, the Township feels it is in the best interest of the health, safety and welfare
of the Township and its residents to have the State DOT mill out the extra ten (10) foot portion
of the shoulder, replace the section with grass, and relocate the “No Parking” signs to the middle
of the previously paved surface, as requested by the MOPD Traffic Division, and

WHEREAS, the Township of Mount Olive has determined that adoption of this
Resolution in support of an application to the New Jersey Department of Transportation for the
requested engineering changes is in the best interest of the health, safety and welfare of the
Township and its residents.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Council of the
Township of Mount Olive that it hereby endorses the submission of the application to the
New Jersey Department of Transportation for the engineering changes as requested by
the MOPD Traffic Division.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Mt. Olive Police Department is hereby
requested to submit in writing the necessary paperwork and suggested traffic
improvements to the NJ DOT to request the improvements as listed above.
