RESOLUTION OF THE TOWNSHIP COUNCIL OF THE TOWNSHIP OF MOUNT
OLIVE SUPPORTING AN APPLICATION TO THE NEW JERSEY DEPARTMENT
OF TRANSPORTATION FOR THE CHANNELIZATION STRIPING AND
APPROPRIATE “RIGHT TURN ONLY” SIGNAGE ON ROUTE 206 AT THE
INTERSECTION OF BENJAMIN MOORE

WHEREAS, the Mount Olive Township Police Department Traffic Division has identified Rt. 206 where
it intersects #360, the entrance/exit to Benjamin Moore as an ongoing traffic safety issue; and

WHEREAS, this location currently has a dedicated right turn lane into the Benjamin Moore Facility; and

WHEREAS, lack of appropriate painted channelization and right turn only signage at this dedicated lane
has created an unsafe traffic condition, whereby traffic traveling south on Rt. 206 use this lane as a passing lane,
and

WHEREAS, the use of this lane as a passing lane creates an undue hazard for any vehicles attempting to
exit the Benjamin Moore facility

WHEREAS, the Township feels it is in the best interest of the health, safety and welfare of the Township
and its residents to have the State DOT paint the appropriate channelization and install the appropriate “right turn
only” signage as requested by the MOPD Traffic Division, and

WHEREAS, the Township of Mount Olive has determined that adoption of this Resolution in support of
an application to the New Jersey Department of Transportation for the channelization painting and appropriate
signage is in the best interest of the health, safety and welfare of the Township and its residents.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Council of the Township of
Mount Olive that it hereby endorses the submission of the application to the New Jersey Department of
Transportation for painting of the appropriate channelization and appropriate “right turn only” signage as
requested by the MOPD Traffic Division.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Mt. Olive Police Department is hereby requested to
submit in writing the necessary paperwork and suggested traffic improvements to the NJ DOT to request
the improvements as listed above.
